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Yes there is an upheaval in moving, especially
from the farm near Albury Wodonga to the
sometimes crazy city of Rome, but you soon learn
to adjust to the hectic rhythm of diplomatic life in
and around the Vatican. | have been able to adjust
thanks to excellent support staff, right through to a
very welcoming attitude from many fellow
Ambassadors and from members of the Curia. As
a bonus, the hot weather of Italy's summer is not
unlike the Riverina.

The Australian Government announced several
reasons for upgrading the post to include a
resident ambassador to the Holy See, including
the need to further focus on key issues of religious
freedom, interfaith dialogue and food security. It
should also be remembered that the Vatican is a
hub of information power, intellectual power and
moral power with diplomatic relations with over
170 countries. By having a resident ambassador,
Australia is better placed to plug in to the
extensive soft power and information flow of the
Vatican and the hub of Rome.

Encyclical, Caritas in Veritate, from cover to cover
if they seek a full understanding of current Vatican
thinking.
